Microplastics (MPs) pollution and ingestion are emerging environmental issues with uncertain impacts on human health. MPs are defined as plastic particles smaller than 5mm and can be found in everyday products such as toothpaste, makeup, facial exfoliants, water bottles, synthetic clothing, food containers, and household objects. Global plastic use has consistently increased over the past century, and today many different types of plastics exist and are incorporated into every aspect of modern life. This accumulation of plastics in the environment that slowly degrades into MPs and enters the ecosystem, inhaled or ingested by both humans and animals alike, can potentially lead to toxicity and adverse health outcomes. It is estimated that humans consume up to 5 grams of plastics per week. A significant barrier for research in this field is the lack of sufficient methods to isolate and quantify MP’s leading to a grossly underestimate of exposure. This research is focused on developing techniques to identify, isolate, and quantify MPs to aid in the early identification of poor health outcomes associated with exposure. Since quantification of MPs has not been established, this study will provide publishable data that will aid in identifying MP exposure as well as demonstrate Novel techniques that will aid in the early identification of poor health outcomes associated with MP exposure.
